Holistic rubrics measure each GEC within embedded assessments across the undergraduate curricula. Each of the five
rubrics defines each GEC on a five-point scale: (1) Level 1-Unobservable, (2) Level 2-Developing, (3) Level 3-Evidential, (4)
Level 4-Competent, and (5) Level 5-Exemplary. The General Education Competency Committee determined that Level
4-Competent (80%) is the minimum acceptable achievement level, as common practice in assessment recognizes 80%
achievement as mastery/proficiency.

For the 2021-22 academic year, faculty measured student attainment of the five GECs through application of holistic GEC
rubrics to 441 embedded assessments (a sample of n=104,199 student assignments) throughout the General Education

Curriculum and the various programs within each college.
